“In each’ of the last.several years, rallronds pald live stock loss clalms
Aaggregating over two million dollars. In many cases, these claims are settled
on & 50-50 basis, so that the actual loss would be still larger. In addition,
there is a huge aggregate of small losses of one or two head of hogs or
lambs, or a crippled steer or cow in'a car on which no claim is paid, Records
slow that the death loss of hogs averages about one head out of every 500
marketed. With nearly 48,000,000 head sold in the last year, the “deadage”
would be nearly 100,000 head. Dead live stock brings about 1 to 2 cents a
pound and cripples sell at a discount of 2 to 3 cents below animals in
sound conditlon.

"The loss through bruised flesh includes about 5,000,000 pounds of pork

and 4,000,000 pounds of beef tanked every year, about 5,000,000 pounds of pork
and 2,600,00 pounds of beef sold as trimmings at a lower price, and the loss
due to reduction of grade on hams and other cuts because of thelr bruised
coudition.

Prod poles,
piteliforks, clubs and whips should be tabooed, and slap sticks, consisting
0f a plece of heavy canvas on a short handle, used instead. Arrlval at load-
. ing pens shounld be timed to permit resting and cooling oft before loading.
, Carg should be Inspected for projecting nalls, loose boards, holes, or defective
door fastenings. The car should be bedded with sand, sawdust or cinders,
with straw or shavings added In winter to prevent hogs from piling up and
eausing losses through smothering.

In hot weatherphog cars should be thoroughly wet down when loaded
and the rallroad should drench the hogs at every avallable point, belng care-
ful to avold throwing water directly upon them after they have become
evatheated. Four to slx hurlap bags bf ice which will drip over the hogs
shonld, be hung In the car. Overloading should be avolded, especially in hot
westher.

Changes in Farm Practice

Farmers who begin now to bulld
thelr lines of defense against the
| eorn borer will be able to slow Jown
the march of this enemy and will be
most llkely to win the battle with it,
observes the Sears-Rochuck Agricul-

tural . ¥oundation. I'arm  methods
will have to be changed eveutually,
and some of the nisdifications will
require several years for completion,
so that It will be a mistake to walt
for the borer's actual arvival.

Greatest changes will have to be
made in sectlons now producing a
large acreage of corn, where only a
small portion of the stulks uvre fed
and where small grain Is conumonly
sown In corn land fn the spring with-
out plowing and usunlly without re-
moving the corn stulks. The least
change will be needed in those sec-
tions and on those furms where only
a moderate acreage is being phlanted
in corn, where most of the corn 1§
cut and slloed or shredded, and whera
corn land 18 practically all plowed in
preparing for the next crop. These
are . essential practices In areas In-
fested with the borer.

A gradual change to crop rotuations
which include only a limited acreage
in corn and a maximum acreage of
crops not molested by the borer and
which permit removing or plowing un-
der all plant refuse wlill help to con-
trol the pest. The selection of crops
to displace corn must be made with
reference to the adaptation of the
soll, the markets, the labor supply,
and the llve stock program on the
individual farm. Sugar beets, alfalfa,
soybeans, and small grains are some
of the crops which have been substi-
tuted for corn in areas where the
borer s alrendy present and where
the necessity of cleaning up “stalks
has added $2 to $5 per acre to the
cost of growling corn.

Siloing and shredding cause almost
complete destruction of borers. A
change In the live stock program go
.as to utilize more of the corn crop
{in these forms is desirable on many
! farms, the Foundatlon continues.
Hogging-down can be practiced, al-
though It Increases the difliculty of
clean-up methods. Corn stalks and
cobs In feeding yards and buern lots
will have to be cleaned up in early
| spring after the borer is on the scene,
{ The plow s the chlef weapon of
warfare agalost the borer when it is
at close range. Plowing corn stalks
completely under {s the most feasilile
way to dispose of them and the sifn-
plest, most effective way to prevent
severa commercial damage from tle
borer. They must be completely cdv-
ered- deep enough 8o that other mia-
chinery will not drag them to tle
surface. Disc harrows and drills will
have to replaca toothed implement
