Residents residing within the Villa?e Limits Area may be eligible for a rare and exciting
opportunity to receive assistance for making repairs and improvements to their homes.

$20,000, for 100% of the total repair cost, to pay a portion of the repair costs. No
monthly payments will-be required nor will any interest be charged. The forgivable loan
would be reduced or forgiven at the rate of 10% per year over a 10 year period as long as
the borrower occupies and holds title to the property. If the title holder dies or is forced
