ORDINANCE REGULATING GARBAGE AND RUBBISH

WHEREAS, the Village of Amanda finds it to be in the interests of the
health, safety, and welfare of its residents, to control the means and manner
of storing garbage and rubbish within the limits of said Village;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Village of Amanda, Ohio:

SECTION I - Definitions

1. That for the purpose of this ordinance the following definitions
shall apply: The term "garbage" shall be interpreted to mean all putrescible
waste except sewage and body waste, including vegetable and animal offal and
carcasses of small dead animals, but exeluding recognizable industrial bi-products,
and shall include all such substances from all public and private establishments
and from all residences.

2. The term "rubbish" shall be interpreted to mean ashes, bottles,
broken glass, crockery, tin cans, cast iron, printed matter, paper, boots, shoes,
hats and other clothing. It does not, however, include any material in the
nature of earth, sand, brick, stone, plaster, ashes, or other substance that may
accumulate as a result of building operations.

3. The word "householder" shall mean the head of a family or one
maintaining his or her separate living room or quarters on premises and shall
include owners, tenants, and occupants of all premises, upon which garbage or
rubbish or both, is or are created.

4, The word "premises" shall mean land or buildings, or both, or parts
of either or both, occupied by one householder or commercial establishment.

5. The words "commercial establishments" shall mean and include all
other premises and institutions, public or private, charitable or noncharitable,

upon which garbage or rubbish, or both, is or are created.

SECTION II - GARBAGE CANS

It shall be the duty of each householder or commercial establishment in
or upon premises within the Village where garbage is created or allowed to be,
to procure and to keep available for the exclusive use of such premises or the
part thereof occupied by the householder or commercial establishment, a closed
container to hold all the garbage created or accumulated thereon between

garbage collections and pending its removal.
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It or they shall be placed on the ground level of the premises in a place easily
accessible to and for the garbage collector but not within the limits of a street or
other public place. All garbage created or accumulated upon said householders
premises or commercial establishments must be placed in such container by the
householder.

SECTION III - RUBBISH CONTAINER AND DISPOSITION

It shall be the duty of each householder or commercial
establishment occupying any premises to provide and maintain a substantial can, box
or barrel for the reception of rubbish. At least once every 14 days and more often
if required the contents of said receptical shall be hauled to a lawful and appropriate
place for disposition. All rubbish containers shall be kept on the holders premises as
far from the street and public ways as possible and as great a distance from neighboring
premises as is practicable and convenient. Each rubbish container shall be so
constructed as to prevent its contents from being scattered from the winds, easily

susceptible to catching fire, or to dropping its contents when moved.

SECTION IV - COMPLIANCE

It shall be unlawful for any householder in the Village of
Amanda, Ohio, to keep, place, or deposit garbage on any grounds or premises whatsoever
except in the manner designated in Section II hereof; and it shall be unlawful for
any householder in said Village to keep, place or deposit rubbish on any grounds or

premises whatsoever except in the manner provided for in Section IIL

SECTION V - UNLAWFUL TO KEEP LONGER THAN BETWEEN
COLLECTIONS

It shall be unlawful for any householder or person to keep
garbage or rubbish for a longer period of time upon his premises than that expiring
between two consecutive collection dates when actual collections are made within

the Village.

SECTION VI - VIOLATIONS OF ORDINANCE
Any person violating any of the provisions of this Ordinance
shall be deemed guilty of a minor misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined not

in excess of $100. Each day such a violation continues may be treated as a separate

offense.
