People before Council:

Susan Lent from Waste Management concerns on schools trash services.
They are using a compactor service now with new school. Dumpster
dumped 1-2 times a week. Compactor is dumped when full could be 2-4
times a mo. Expensive piece of equipment. Haul charge, disposal charge and
rent of equipment. Every time pulled can be at a different rate. Compactor
billed behind, residential-commercial ahead. Decided compactor would be
billed to the school. 4 yd. Dumpster at bus garage, football field- on call.
Until Nov. WM billed village. School’s 1*. Bill dated 12-1-03, received
compactor on 9-19-03. ($54.00 a mo. Bus garage) contract is not with the
school per Paul- it’s with the village. They had to buy equipment to supply
service. Does the school have the right to go to WM first or village council?
Contract was for exclusive rights to haul, per Lent. Sanitary to use. Contract
did not address this type of service. Is WM cost competitive? Per Ford. We
are committed to this town per Susan. We did the scholarship and awarded
it. Plan to do it again this year. You should have come to council and re-
negotiated with council, per Ford. The way you did this is not correct. When
the account first went in-school was commercial. WM needed to come to the
village before 9-19-03. Contract reads exclusive for hauling and billing by
the village. A manual bill every mo. For the school. School didn’t receive a
bill9water,sewer,trash) for Oct. Nov. bill said late a certain amount of
money. Concern of trash, school was short a bill. Pat Williard would pay the
bill- just sent out new bill. Someone lost a bill per r. Martin. School
considering compactor for K-2 building per J.B. Dick. Mr. Dick was
wondering if village would reconsider the tap fees for the new K-2 building?
They will need a new sewer tap according to Mr. Dick. Christine Bricker,
attorney for AC School- concern of liability of a school building on village




property. Agreement of vacating alleys only when used by the school, when
no longer a school there then re-dedicated the alleys back to the village.
These 2 things need addressed ASAP. If school comes up with a draft on this
then we can call a special meeting per Mayor Edler. Pass through Corbin
before comes to council. Engineers don’t want to hook into a line they know
nothing about. 11 yrs old line (sewer)- someone wants to make some money
per Moore. Someone to call Mr. Dick on the special meeting. Mr. Dick to
send letter requesting/asking us what you want for the tap fee.
